Pick a hole/holes in: to find a fault or flaw in找茬，挑毛病
e.g. As soon as I presented my argument, he began to pick holes in it.我刚说出自己的观点，他就开始挑刺.

e.g. It is easy to pick holes in his argument.在他的论据里不难找到漏洞。
Pick somebody/sth to pieces: criticize somebody, esp when they are absent. 批评某人，尤其指背后批评; argue against sth, find fault with sth批驳某事，吹毛求疵。
e.g. They picked her to pieces the moment she left the room. 

她一离开房间，他们就开始挑她的毛病。
e.g. The new editor picked her manuscript to pieces. 

新编辑把她的原稿批得一无是处。
Be out to get somebody: to have a grudge against a person and wants to hurt or embarrass him.故意让某人难堪，故意针对某人，故意刁难
e.g. Jane: Did you notice that Profess Lee kept asking Tim really hard questions? I don’t think any student could answer them easily. 

你有没有注意到，课堂上Professor Lee问了Tim很多很难的问题，这些问题学生一般都回答不上来的。
Linda: Yeah, he seemed out to get him. Do you know why?

对啊，他好象在故意刁难TIM，你知道为什么吗？
Jane: I heard that Tim complained about the way Professor Lee taught the class to the department chair. Now he is out to get him. 

我听说TIM到系主任那表示对Professor Lee上课方式的不满，所以现在教授故意和他过不去。
e.g. Jane: One of my roommates seems out to get me. She didn’t tell me there were calls for me for quite a few times.

         我一个室友好象故意和我过不去，有好几次她都没告诉我有人打电话给我。
Linda: How come? You are getting along with everybody!

       怎么会呢？你和每个人都相处得那么好。
Jane: I guess she has a grudge against me because I asked her to be quieter in the dormitory after twelve o’clock.
